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TRAVEL INSURANCE

We consider insurance so essential that we have negotiated favorable rates for our groups. We feel this is the basic minimum
coverage everyone should carry, and it will cost only $40 per person. Details will be mailed together with your invoice upon receipt
of deposit. Thisinsurance will (in most cases) cover everything except Trip Cancellation/Trip Interruption/Bankruptcy of suppliers.
The additional cost for thiswill be $180 per person if purchased and will cover you for any loss of money incurred provided it is for
a covered reason; it is strongly recommended! If you read the cancellation policy carefully, you will understand the importance of
the insurance as cancellation policies will be fully enforced.

TOUR CONDITIONS

ACCOMMODATIONS will bein First or Superior First Class hotels with private bath or shower throughout. Price is based on two
persons in aroom. If you do not have aroommate and THI is unable to arrange one, you must pay a supplement of $545. All singles
are subject to availability and such rooms are sometimes smaller than normal twin rooms.

MEALSwill consist of full buffet breakfast and dinner daily,

SIGHTSEEING isin aluxury air-conditioned/heated coach and includes services of an English-speaking licensed guide. Entrance
fees according to the itinerary are included.

TIPS & TAXES: One suitcase will be handled for you from arrival overseas (after clearing customs), transferred between hotels,
piers, etc. Your carry-on will be your own responsibility. Local, state and hotel taxes are included. Tips to drivers, guides and porters
and airport taxes, handling fees, immigration and custom fees are included. Should the airlines impose additional fuel surcharges,
this cost will be passed on to thetour participants.

NOT INCLUDED IN PRICE: Persona items such as laundry, bottled drinks or water, tea or coffee during or after meals, tips for
personal favors, excess baggage and forwarding of baggage, transfers other than with the group. You are requested to please leave
$1 per room per night in your room at checkout of each hotel for housekeeping.

DEPOSITS/CANCELLATIONSREFUNDS: The deposit of $300 per person is required to confirm tour acceptance; this will be
applied to total price of tour program. As air space is at a premium, it will be “first come, first served”. The remaining balance is to
be paid in full by January 2, 2009. After initial deposit is made $100 cancellation fee applies for any cancellation received in writing
up to 90 days prior to departure. 89 to 60 days prior to departure there will be a $200 cancellation fee;59-45 days prior to departure,
$300 penalty; 44 to 31 days prior to departure 25% of the full cost will be forfeited; 30-15 days = 50%. NO REFUND is possible
under any circumstances for cancellations received within 14 days of, or after departure, or for any services not used. To date (March
2008) thereis an amost permanent State Department warning for travel to Isragl.

AIRLINE ARRANGEMENTS must be finalized with the airlines 65 days prior to departure and tickets written 45-30 days prior.
Once your ticket has been written it cannot be refunded; if it has to be rewritten owing to an error or change on your part, there will
be $150 -$250 charge (depending on the airline used). It is your responsibility to ensure you have given us your correct first and
last name as it appears on your passport. Roundtrip air transportation will be in economy class utilizing non-refundable, non-
transferable tickets. Anyone wishing to deviate from the group itinerary, will be charged an additional $75, plus any additiona fees
imposed by the airline. THI will not be responsible for transfers to/from the airport overseas when you deviate and you will be
responsible for any additional expenses.

ITINERARY LENGTH: Your flight times are subject to change without advance notice. THI is not responsible for changes and
delaysin airline schedules and does not reimburse passengers for expenses resulting from delays. Because airlines sometimes change
flight times and dates at the last minute, THI strongly recommends the purchase of domestic tickets which can be changed without
heavy fees and penalties. If airling(s) change flight schedules, THI reserves the right to lengthen or shorten the itinerary accordingly,
and whenever possible you will be notified in writing. If changes necessitate additional overnights, you will be charged an additional
$75 per night ($100 for single rooms).
